A Bespoke Curriculum

Our bespoke curriculum strategies include: Ruth Miskin Fresh Start programme, small group or one-to-
one support, the Lexia software package, Rapid Plus, Toe by Toe peer-mentoring initiatives during tutor
fime, high frequency word practice, word of the week subject-specific vocabulary, reciprocal reading
and other support programmes. In addition, we also aim to challenge our high-level readers through
a range of activities such as book and debate clubs.

Competitions and Events

Students in Years 7 and 8 can participate in annual poetry events. These events often feature guest
authors and special visitors, providing inspiration and a chance to meet literary heroes. Aspiring young
writers can test their skills in national writing competitions, offering a platform to showcase ftalent and
potentially gain recognition on a national scale.

Reading Routes

We are passionate about igniting a love of reading in our students. That's why we launched “Reading
Routes,” a programme designed to encourage reading for pleasure. Students embark on a journey
through nine exciting genres, like Crime & Mystery or Fantasy, choosing from six books each term.

Reading Routes goes beyond the typical curriculum. There are
even specialised routes for students to explore their interests in
areas like Sports or the Environment. With over 74 books on
the “map,” students are sure to find something that sparks

their imagination and fosters a lifelong love of reading. E-ruu'
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Our mathematics curriculum fosters a deep understanding and appreciation for this beautiful
subject. It equips students with the essenfial skills to understand the world around them, from science
and tfechnology to everyday life. Develop crifical thinking through problem-solving activities that
encourage exploration and embrace ‘wrong turns' as valuable learning steps.

The Delta mathematics curriculum seamlessly progresses from Key Stage 2, building a strong
foundation for further education and future careers.

High-performing students can even
pursue the Further Mathematics GCSE qualification.

Ash Hill Academy boasts outstanding sporting facilities with a recently opened state-of-the-art Sports
Centre. Following on from the Sports Centre, Ash Hill Academy have plans to build 4G flood lit sports
pitches, which will further enhance the sporting facilities on offer for Ash Hill Academy students and it
will make the Sports Centre a Sporting Hub for local community and surrounding area of Doncaster.
Examples of the activities we offer include sports such as football, netball, badminton, basketball,
hockey, athletics, tennis, gymnastics, frampolining, rounders and cricket. We also offer a range of well-
being activifies such as dance, fitness clubs, yoga, boxercise, dodgeball, uliimate frisbee and exercise
classes. Furthermore, we utilise our Trust Outdoor Centres in the Lake District and North Yorkshire. At
these centres students can choose to take part in mountain biking, canoeing, rock climbing, hill
walking and abseiling.

We encourage all students to represent the academy in one of the many clubs and feams which

are available. The academy uses fop coaches and local links to develop students and give them
opportunities to play at a higher level. The Trust is developing a scholarship scheme for our most gifted
athletes. Students are identified and nurtured through our intfer-school competition programme.

Pastoral Support

We believe that the personal welfare of each student
is crucial, as it is only when they feel happy and safe
in their environment that they can reach their full
potential. Each child joins a tutor group with other
students in the same year.

Each year group has a Learning Manager - a non-
teaching member of staff available at all fimes to
support students when they need it most. The Learning
Manager acts as a first point of contact between the
academy and home, ensuring that any concerns can
be dealt with swiftly.

We believe that good relationships are vital, so in
addition to this the Principal and the Senior Leadership
team are on duty with our students every morning,
break, lunchtime and also after school.

We also have a dedicated safeguarding team, who
are mental health first aiders and we benefit from being
part of the NHS mental health programme “With Me In
Mind".

At Ash Hill Academy we are ambitious for all students.
We have high expectations that everyone will excel,
regardless of starting points. Our most recent report
from Ofsted recognised that “All pupils, including those
with special educational needs and/or disabilities
(SEND), have the same opportunities”. We support
students to understand and apply their learning and
achieve well.

We understand that some young people will require
additional support for part or all of their time with us. If
your child is identified as having SEND they will have a
bespoke Learning Passport, which identifies strategies
teachers and support staff should use in order to
support them to achieve their full potential.

The Learning Passport will be written in partnership with
you and your child, and reviewed on a termly basis to
ensure we continue to support your child’s progress,
both academically and pastorally.

Dedicated staff members

We have a dedicated team of support staff led by our
Special Educational Needs Coordinator. Together they
strive to provide the best for students with additional
needs including delivering a range of bespoke
interventions.

The SENDCO works closely with the local primary
schools and the local authority to ensure that students
are effectively supported during their transition to us
from our local primary schools.
